Å Planning reduces stress because it helps us know that a task is 
doable.

Å Make a timetable and decide which topics and sub-topics you are 
going to study - at what time and for how longé

1st step - Make a revision timetable

The Statistics

Å66% material is forgotten after 7 days

Å88% material is forgotten after 6 weeks

ÅReading notes and text books leads to a mere 10% retention L



What is ineffective 
revision?

Re-reading!

ÅReading twice is OK ïmore than 
twice has little impact on 
learning (Dunlosky et al. 2013)

ÅOther techniques such as 
practice tests are much better at 
improving grades (Roediger and 
Karpicke, 2006)

ÅHighlighting is passive ï
you are not processing the 
material.

ÅHighlighting is a form of 
procrastination ïwhy are 
you saving the learning for 
later?

25 revision cards on Cells

Attempt 1 - I Know 5 cards!

Long term memory J



After a one hour memorising session:

Å10 minutes later revise the topic for 10 minutes
Å1 day later revise the topic for 5 minutes
Å1 week later revise the topic for 5 minutes
Å2 weeks later revise the topic for 5 minutes
Å3 weeks later revise the topic for 5 minutes
Å4 weeks later revise the topic for 5 minutes

ÅBefore exams revise the topic as required.
ÅEach time knowledge is reinforced; it enters deeper into the long-term 

memory and becomes more stable.
